annual report has been dedicated to a short
contemplation about the past year in the life
of the Foundation for Holocaust Victims and in
oursociety asawhole. Today's world is closely
intertwined with the media - news that has not
been published is doomed to pass by unnoticed.
Every moment seems to bring a piece of news
that deserves the tag "breaking” or “top”. In
a year or two, however, hardly anyone would
remember. There exists another kind of news,
though. Itdoes not attract that much attention.

Forewords of the Chairman
of the Board of Directors

Hardly anyone notices it. In the Foundation for
Holocaust Victims, we do have one piece of
that kind. Let me tell you about it.

The Foundation has been distributing mon-
etary means in its four grant programmes for
overten years. The programmes are called, quite
understandably, Care, Remembrance, Renovation
and Future. These names represent the purpose
of the programmes very well and we have never
felt the need to change them in any way.

Recently, we have added a new one called
Our Future. In 2012, the Jewish Community in
Prague gave the FHV an exceptional donation
of halfa million Czech Crowns for the support
of Jewish community development in the
Czech Republic. These are monetary means
the community received as a donation from
one of its members, who wished to support
young Jewish families. The community itself

is nota grant distribution body and therefore
it decided to ask the FHV to administrate the
programme. The whole amount has been
distributed in accord with all the appropriate
rules. We are now looking for ways to continue
this important programme. Within its scope,
we supported the local Jewish day-camp that
enabled children to spend their summer work-
ing on Jewish oriented activities with their
friends, a possibility | myself unfortunately did
not have as a child. AThree-generation Centre
-aquality project located in the Hagibor Old
Age Home - has been operated for several years
now. The facility houses a daily child-nursery
and the Centre enables the clients of the old-
age home to meet not only its children, but
also their parents. Other supported projects
contribute to the development of the community
life across the country.



Some might ask why should the FHV, whose
name includes the words "Holocaust Victims",
deal with the support of young Jewish families.
The answer is blunt. If it was not for the Holo-
caust, there would not need to be afoundation
forits victims. Young families would not need
our support, because their lives would not be
affected by Holocaust either.

My personal wish and the only natural
development would be, if the main source of
funding for this programme came from donors
that have the possibility and feel the need to
supportourfuture. Therefore, | wish to ask you
to be the ones to support this programme.

We mitigate the injustices
of the past, we support
the future

he Foundation for Holocaust Victims was

established on 31 July 2000, on the basis
of the recommendations of the Joint Working
Committee Focusing on Mitigating Some
Property Injustices to Holocaust Victims.
Based on this resolution, on 15™ September
2000, the Chamber of Deputies and the Czech
Parliament made a decision to transfer funds,
amounting to 300 million CZK, over to the

Mission Statement

and Activities

Foundation for the Holocaust Victims. At the
end of 2013, we work with 69.032 million CZK.
We fundraise intensively in order to ensure the
continuation of the support of our projects.

In 2001-2005 we administrated the Pro-
gramme Compensation, in which we distributed

100 million CZK among those, whose property in
today's Czech Republic was confiscated during WWII
on the bases of racial laws and who were unable to
retrieve it or receive compensation through current
restitution laws or international agreements. This
programme is no longer in operation.

Who can apply for a FHV grant?
FHV supports projects prepared especially

by organisations under the umbrella of the
Federation of Jewish Communities in the Czech
Republic, NGOs, public beneficial organisations,
institutions established by the church, public
service institutions, and allowance organisa-
tions registered within the Czech Republic.

Where and when can the grant proposal
be realised?

The call for proposals is announced once
a year, usually in July, and the deadline for
projects is in September. The projects are
realised during the following year. We support
only projects that are realised in the Czech
Republic. In 2013, the deadline for grant ap-
plications was the 18" September.

What are the financial conditions of the
grants?

Our priority is to support projects with mul-
tiple sources of financing and a minimal share
of their own or other resources to the amount
of 10%, in the case of allowance organisations
the minimum share is 50%, and in the case of
legal entities for the purpose of business, the
minimum share is 80%.

In Care and Renovation Programmes, there
isno limit to the maximum requested amount.
The maximum amount of endowment benefit
forthe projects within the Future and Remem-

brance Programmes is 50,000 CZK. Except for
educational programmes led by Shoa survivors

What is the application procedure and the

process of approving the applications?
The applications shall be supplied on relevant

forms, which are available on the FHV website.

The applications are evaluated by the respec-
tive grant committee nominated by the FHV
Board of Directors. The Foundation benefits
are granted on the basis of the FHV Board of
Directors recommendation.

There is no legal claim to obtain the foun-
dation’s benefit. The results of grant call is
published on the FHV website and all applicants
areinformed in writing. We sign a conctract with
all'successful applicants and we check the usage
of the monetary means during the realisation
of the project. In case of violation of contractual
conditions, we demand the return of the grant
money. The supported organisations present the
FHV with continuous and final reports on the
projects, as well as the reports on the budget.

In2013 we carried out the second half of a two-year project, for which we have
received a grant of 100,000 EUR from the German Foundation Erinnerung,
Verantwortung und Zukunft from the donation of Deutsche Bahn directed
at help to the victims of Nazi regime in Central and Eastern Europe.

We used 584,166 CZK for direct help to Nazi victims through co-
financing the salaries of social workers in five Jewish communities. In
addition, we supported rehabilitation, asistence and psychological
care for survivors and their families. The care and counceling
were altered according to actual needs of clients. We financed
care for 143 clients. We used 420,046 CZK to finance drugs,
food supplements, medical aids and health and preventive
care for 340 victims of Holocaust. 100,231 CZK were used
for administration and coordination of the project.

the lack of financial means for the huge num-
ber of tombstones that need renovation, we
also support documentation of tombstones.

In2013, we awarded grants to 20 projects
with the total sum amounting to 7,000,000 CZK.

For several years in a row, we have been
supporting a long term project of the Federa-
tion of Jewish Communities, which includes
care for more than 100 Jewish Sights around
the Czech Republic. The mostimportant work
has been done at the cemeteries in Budyne
nad Ohri, Radoun, Telice, Svihov and Becov
nad Teplou. The 3" part of the Hrivcice Jewish
cemetery maintanance, administered by Peruc
Hussite Community, was finished. We supported
Teplice Jewish Community's workcamp in the
cemetery of Sobedruhy and the workcamp of
the Union of Czech Jewish Youth in the cemetery
in Pisecne. The historian Iva Steinova and the
Hebrew scholar Daniel Polakovic documented
the Jewish cemetery in Nova Cerekev.

We support projects of Jewish education
and Jewish community development. We
support projects that help maintaining Jewish
tradition, kindergarten and school programmes,
lectures, seminars and workshops, magazines
and bulletines of Jewish organisations, festivals
of Jewish culture etc.

Remembrance
and cultural events

Together with the Federation of Jewish
Communities in the Czech Republic we organ-
ize an annual festive event on the occasion
of the International Holocaust Remembrance
Day, during which Holocaust survivors and
representatives of the Czech Parliament and
Senate meet together. The meeting in 2013
took place under the patronage of the head
of the Czech Parliament Miroslava Nemcova
and the head of the Czech Senate Miroslav
Stech. This event was coorganised with the
Federation of Jewish Communities in the
Czech Republic. The event was attended by
tens of Holocaust survivors, senators, ambas-
sadors, the archibishop of Prague, the chief
rabbi of the Czech Republic and many other
publicfigures. A speach on behalf of the Shoa
victims was addressed by prof. Tomas Kosta,
Auschwitz survivor.
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On Yom ha-Shoa (the Jewish Holocaust day)
we organize a publicreading of the Holocaust
victim names together with the Terezin Initia-
tive Institute. In 2013 the event took place
on 8 April. 4. The event, which is a public
expression of honour to Shoa victims, was
attended by several prominent personalities
of the Czech public life as well as by tens of
ordinary people.

Once a year we organize a beneficiary
concert. The money we raise is used to
finance the projects we support in our
grant programmes. The concerts are also
an opportunity for us to inform about
ourwork and to meet informally the
people that workin our supported
projects. In 2013 we returned
with the concert to Baracnicka
Rychta venue. The concert was
moderated by Ester Janeckova.
The programme featured roma
bands Imperio and Terne Chave.
The beneficiary concert was be-
yond successful - the tickets
were sold out more than a moth

before the concert and we needed to enlarge
the seating of the concert hall. We raised
32,780 CZK.




Financial Report

he financial report covers the period of
1t January to 31 December 2013.

The Foundation received in 2000 from former
State Property Fund, today Czech Ministry of
Finance (hereinafter, as MF) endowment benefit
300 million CZK. These financial means were
distributed according to the rules of FHV. The
remaining amount was divided into two parts.
The first part of the financial means s invested in
(SOB Asset Management. The second partis man-
aged by Conseq Investment Management, a. s.

Thanks to the merger with CCNV on 1+t Sep-
tember 2009, the FHV received stock amounting
to 3,046 thousands CZK. This stock was a part of
the Ceska Sporitelna portfolio until its due date
on 31 December 2011. In November 2012, these
means were transfered to a current account of
FHV at CMZRB. These monetary means shall
be used in the 13th grant call for the respective
projects we supportin 2014.

Granted endowment benefits in 2013
amounted to 12,876 thousands CZK (out of these,

907 thousands CZK was covered fro external
fundsand 11,969 thousands CZK was used from
the funds from the Czech Ministry of Finance).

The Foundation fulfilled the criteria of the
FHV Statutes, which quote the Czech law No.
227/1997 Sh. that deal with foundations. It
states that the administration of the fund must
not exceed 30 % of allocated grant money. The
total of administration costs were, according
to the statutes of the FHV, counted after the
deduction of costs related to handling of stock
and costs related to events organised by the
FHV.The administration costsin 2013 amount
to 3,115 thousands CZK, which are equal to
24 % of the allocated grant money.

In2013, the FHV "actualised its gain” (i.e. it
lowered the difference between the acquisition
price and the market value of the stock) from the
Conseq portfolio Investment Management, a.s.
Taking this fact into account, the final result of
the financial management of the FHV in 2013
amouns to 2,297 thousands CZK.
