Foreword by the Chairman of the Board of Directors

Dear Friends,

In 2008 we witnessed several changes. It
almost seems that there were far too many of
them. One could assume that the Foundation
for Holocaust Victims (FHV) should, by its
nature, dedicate its work mainly to the Holo-
caust victims and should disregard the current
problems. The reality, though, is different!

One of the FHV programmes is called “The
Remembrance”. This programme assigns us

to deal with the current world problems;
otherwise either we or our children would
again and again have to mitigate the injustices
which represent a crucial task of the FHV.

At the end of 2008, the entire world, and
especially the media, began to talk about an
economic crisis. Nobody, though, talked about
the consequences of such a crisis. Times of
crisis always widen the scope for the rise of
extremism. Within the last couple of years,
extremism seemed to be under control in the
Czech Republic, but today the power of the
extremists and the neo-Nazi is on the increase.
For the rationally thinking person, the idea
of Nazism is completely incomprehensible
and unacceptable. Many people happen to
face their own personal crisis and search out
for culprits of their situation; they also search
for easy solutions to overcome their uneasy
situation. And it’s exactly at this point where
extremism plays its part. We are not only tal-
king about the success of the Czech Workers’
Party at the Supreme Court, which rejected

a government proposal for the abolishment
of such a party. In this case, the Ministry of
the Interior could have strived to undertake

thorough preparations to achieve the abolish-
ment of such a party in the future. What is
harder though, is to correct the deformations
of the minds of young people in particular.
The only chance is prevention, to both educate
the youth and allow them to experience.

Therefore, we consider the education of

the youth very important, starting in the
elementary school, and through books and
TV, in learning about the truths of the past.
Thus, we consider it very important the
support provided by the FHV for school trips
to the Terezin Memorial. Consequently, it is so
important that the FHV co-organizes events to
remember the Holocaust victims. These events
take place on the occasion of the Holocaust
Remembrance Day in the Czech Senate and

in Namesti Miru Square, in Prague 2, on the
occasion of Jom ha-Shoa. Furthermore, it is
also important that there are several organi-
zations focusing on education, cultural and
social activities particularly for young people,
and that the FHV should support these events.

Therefore, we consider it right that the FHV
remembers to support the Remembrance and
Future Programmes within its future financial
support aims. It’s rather sad, but in order to
fulfil its mission statement, the FHV has not
only to mitigate the injustices of the past, but,
at the same time, strive to prevent injustices,
arising from racial or other intolerances, from
happening in the future.

Mission Statement and Activities

We Mitigate the Injustices of the Past and Support the Future

The Foundation for Holocaust Victims was
established on 31 July 2000 by the Federation
of Jewish Communities in the Czech Republic
on the basis of recommendations of the Joint
Working Committee Focusing on Mitiga-
ting Some Property Injustices to Holocaust
Victims.

The Committee (operating 1998-2002),
under the leadership of Dr. Pavel Rychetsky,
focused on studies of the history of the Nazi
persecutions of the Jews, and especially the
racial persecution of immovable property
within the territory of the Czech Republic. The
Committee also initiated the approval of Law
no. 212/2000 Coll. On 20 June 2000, the Czech
Parliament approved this Law On Mitigating
Some Property Injustices Caused by the Holo-
caust. Based on this resolution, the Chamber
of Deputies and the Czech Parliament made

a decision, on 15 September 2000, to transfer
the funds amounting CZK 300 million to the
Foundation for Holocaust Victims account.

In 2001-2005 we implemented the Compens-
ation Programme. With the total amount of
CZK 100 million, we compensated people
who, as a direct result of racial persecution
during the occupation of what is today’s Czech
Republic by Nazi Germany, had been deprived
of theirimmovable property, and whose
property was not returned to them according
to valid restitution regulations, foreign claims
settlements, or other forms of compensation.

We further support the projects constituting
a part of our programmes: Care, Remem-
brance, Restoration and the Future, yearly
amounting to CZK 15 million.

We are doing our best to spread the notion of
the Holocaust among the public, to remember
the victims of the Holocaust, and thus actively
prevent the manifestations of Anti-Semitism,
racism and xenophobia. We co-organize
ceremonial commemorative meetings of the
Shoa survivors and representatives of the
government on the grounds of the Czech
Senate on the occasion of International
Holocaust Remembrance Day and the Day of
the Prevention of Inhumane Crimes. We also
co-organize the public reading of the names
of the Holocaust victims, which is annually
held in Namesti Miru Square in Prague on

the occasion of Jom ha-Shoa ve ha-gvura, the
Holocaust Memorial Day and the Day of Hero-
ism in accordance with the Jewish calendar.

We quarterly publish an Infobulletin, where we
publish the FHV supported projects and other
activities of the FHV. The Infobulletin is placed
on our website: http://www.fondholocaust.cz.

We search for donors for our programmes
and therefore organize various events such
as benefit concerts.

It has already been seven years since the FHV's
considerable financial means were first used

to support professional care and assistance to
those people who survived the Holocaust. Our
main goal is to provide quality social and health
care services for the Shoa survivors and their
families, as well as facilitating the longest possi-
ble stay of these clients in their home environ-
ment and care, supporting their independence
and self-reliance. We support social health care,
fieldwork, home care, residential care, psycholo-
gical assistance to those people suffering from
post-traumatic syndrome, and the education
of the providers of these services.

We remember the Jewish and Roma Holocaust
victims through the support of educational
projects, publications, memorial plaques and
memorials, social events, documents and
exhibitions. We renovate and preserve those
Jewish monuments damaged by long-term
neglect, amateur restoration and construction
works, erosion or vandalism. Our goal is to
renovate the monuments in such a way that
they regain their original appearance and at
the same time accept the possibilities of a new
use. Within the Future programme, the FHV
supports educational activities on Judaism
and the sustainable development of the Jewish

communities. We support festivals of Jewish
culture, lectures and educational activities,
seminars, monthly papers and bulletins, con-
ferences or exhibitions. The general aim of all
these aforementioned activities is to support
the future and to preserve Jewish traditions
and culture.

Since 2006, we have been distributing, on an
annual basis, CZK 8 million within the Reno-
vation Programme, CZK 6 million within the
Care Programme, and CZK 1 million within

the Remembrance and Future Programmes.



Rules for Endowment Benefits Distribution

With regards to the distribution of endow-
ment benefits, the Foundation for Holocaust
Victims (FHV) prioritizes organizations associ-
ated within the Federation of Jewish Com-
munities (FJC) in the Czech Republic, further
civic societies, public beneficial organizations,
institutions established by the church, public
service institutions, and allowance organizati-
ons registered within the Czech Republic. The
deadline for all projects intended to be reali-
zed within the following year, and within the
territory of the Czech Republic, is announced
on an annual basis. Our priority is to support
projects with multiple financial sources and

provide a minimal share of their own or other
sources, to the amount of 10 %, in the case

of allowance organizations the minimum
share is 50 %, and in the case of legal entities
for the purpose of business the minimum
share is 80 %. Within the Care and Renovation
Programmes, the maximum amount of appli-
cation is not stated. The maximum amount of
endowment benefit for those projects within
the Future and Remembrance Programmes is
CZK 50,000. The applications, including the
obligatory annexes, shall be submitted on
relevant forms printed by the FHV, which are
available on the FHV website.

WE CARE. We help those people who survived Holocaust.

The applications will be evaluated by the respe-
ctive grant committee nominated by the FHV
Board of Directors, and foundation benefits will
be granted on the basis of the FHV Board of
Directors recommendation. To obtain a founda-
tion benefit, there is no legal claim. The results
of the public tender will be published on the
FHV website, and all applicants will be informed
in writing by 31 December of the given year. In
the case where a project is marked as successful,
the endowment benefit will be awarded to the
applicant following the signing of a contract
with the FHV. The contract enables checking on
the use of the foundation benefit, and also, in
certain cases (violation of contractual conditi-
ons), its return.

The FNM contribution for the year 2000 was in
the amount of CZK 300,000 thousand. During
the year 2005, financial means were deposited
in special current accounts at Ceskomoravska
zarucni a rozvojova bank, a.s. and in December
2005, these means were invested in Pioneer
Investments into The Balance Stock of Foun-
dations and in CSOB Asset Management.

The total received interest in 2000-2008
amounted to CZK 38,056 thousand. Financial
current asset income of 2005-2008 amounted
to CZK 11,390 thousand. The 2008 granted
funds amounted to CZK 15,000 thousand, and
30 % for the maintenance costs in accordance
with the Addendum 3 to the agreement with
